Theme: We are called to be separate from the world.

Scripture: John 17:14-19

Memory Verse: “They are not of the world, even as | am not of it. As you sent me into
the world, | have sent them into the world.” John 17:16,18

The Children’s Sermon
You'll Need:

e An empty water bottle half full of water
e Food coloring

e Cooking oil

Get Ready: Before class, add a few drops of food coloring to the water in the bottle,

then fill the rest of the bottle with cooking oil and seal it shut.

Do This:
There are two things in this bottle. Can you guess what they are? (Allow kids

time to respond.) This part is colored water (point to the colored water), and this part

is oil. The thing about water and oil is that even when they're put into the same



container, they don't ever mix. They remain separate from one another. Now, watch
what happens when | shake the bottle. (Shake the bottle.) The water and oil appear
to mix together. But, let’s see what happens after we let the bottle sit for just a
minute. (Let the bottle sit.) Look! The water and oil have become separate again.
That shows us that even when they were all mixed together, they were never really

a part of each other.

This bottle is a pretty good picture of what Jesus wants us to be like in this world

we live in.

Before Jesus died on the cross, He prayed for His disciples. He prayed that as they
lived in the world, they would not become part of the world. He wanted them to add
the gifts He had given them to the world — just as the water added some color to
the oil — but He did not want them to become stained by the world. He wanted them
to remain the person God made them to be. He wanted them to know His love and to

share that love with others.

This prayer is for us too. Jesus said that just as his Father sent him into the world,
he has sent us into the world. We must live in this world, but Jesus has called us to
be separate. Just as this colored water remains separate from the oil, Jesus wants

us to live in the same bottle, but remain separate from the world.

Bible Memory Verse

“They are not of the world, even as | am not of it. As you sent me

You'll Need:
e ABible

A large playing area

Masking tape
e Jumbo craft sticks - 7 per group

A thin marker

Get Ready: Before class, create a large circle on the floor using masking tape.

Create a set of seven craft sticks per group. Write a short segment of today’s Bible

memory verse on each craft stick.

Do This:

Lead kids in these steps:

e |nvite a child to read the Bible verse out loud to the class.

e |nvite kids to stand on the outside of the masking tape circle, or “world,” as you
read the first part of the verse: “They are not of the world..."

e Have kids hop over the line into the circle as you read the next part: “even as |
am not of it.”"

e Encourage kids to recite the verse along with you as they hop in and out of the
“world” on the floor.

e Form 2-3 groups and give each group a set of craft sticks.



e |Invite kids to put the craft sticks in order of today’s Bible memory verse.
e When they've put them in the correct order, remove a craft stick from the group.

e C(ontinue several rounds as time allows.

e How can we show Jesus' love to others in the world?

e What does it mean that Jesus has sent us into the world?

Great job learning today’s Bible memory verse! When we stay close to Jesus,

He fills us with his joy and we can share that joy with others.

Bible Interactive Experience

You'll Need:
e ABible

e Alarge poster board or butcher paper
e Construction paper

e Scissors

e Markers

Get Ready: Before class, draw a picture of the world on the large poster board or

butcher paper and tape it to the wall. Cut crosses out of construction paper, one for

each child.

Do This:

Lead kids in these steps:



e Read John 17:14-19 out loud.

Today we're learning that Jesus prayed for His disciples because He knew
they would be different from everyone else in the world because they loved Him.
But they still had to live in the world, which can be hard sometimes for people who
love Jesus.
e (ive each child a cross and invite them to decorate it with drawings or words
that describe following Jesus.
e When kids are finished decorating their crosses, help them tape each cross to

the large world poster.

Jesus says that we are to act differently than others because His love shines
through us.
e Use the marker to draw stick figures among the crosses on the poster.
e [Explain that we are surrounded by people in the world who do not know and love
Jesus.
e Point to each cross and explain that when we love Jesus and live in the world,

we are His, and we have to show and tell others about Him.

We aren’t supposed to live like people who don't love Jesus. Instead we are to

show and tell others of Jesus' love and kindness.

e How can you show Jesus you love Him?
e Why do we want to be set apart from others in the world?

world, while living with others in the world. That means that even though all of
these snacks can be mixed, they can also be separated from each other by how
they taste.

We Are Different
You'll Need:

e Alarge playing area

e Masking tape “world” from earlier

Do This:

Follow these steps to play the “We Are Different” game:
e Have kids spread out in the “world” on the floor.
e (all out physical characteristics that make children different from each other

(example: wears glasses, has blonde hair, has brown eyes, etc.)



e FEach time you call out a characteristic, those kids should group together inside
of the "world.”

e Play several rounds as time allows.

e How do you feel when you hear Jesus loves you?

e Why do we want others to know that Jesus loves them?

We are set apart to share the good news of Jesus. Let's remember that in our

actions today.

Set Apart Shakers
You'll Need:

e Small bottles of water - 1per child

e 4 cup of cooking oil - per child

Glitter and large sequins

Duct tape

A funnel

Food coloring

Get Ready: Before class, empty half of each bottle of water to make room for the

oil.

Do This:
Lead kids in the following steps to make the “Set Apart Shaker” crafts:

e Give each child a half-filled water bottle.



e |nvite kids to add a few sequins, or glitter to their water.

e (ffer food coloring to any child that wants it.

e Use the funnel to add cooking oil to each child's water bottle, then seal the top.

e Finish the craft by wrapping the lid of each bottle with duct tape to keep all of
the liquid in.

e |Invite kids to shake their bottles and watch the water and oil separate over and

over again.

Great job making your set apart shakers! Take these home as a reminder that

when we follow Jesus, we are set apart in the world.
